Here at Ford Green Hall we need help to bring the city’s history to life for 
school children. During the year we are visited by primary schools wishing to discover how the Tudors and Stuarts lived. During their visits they take part in guided tours of the hall and practical workshops on themes such as costumes, toys and food. Our Hall Guides are essential in continuing our tradition of providing enjoyable learning experiences for children which inspire and excite them about the past.

Your key responsibility will be to assist or lead our guided tours of the hall. The tour takes the children through the different furnished rooms of the hall to discover how the Ford family lived their in the 17th century. The tour is fun and interactive, involving challenges for the children to discover facts for themselves and hands-on elements where they can touch objects from the past. Guiding will at first be done in a team and we will only ask you to lead tours by yourself if it is something you are happy to do. The pupils are always accompanied by school staff and/or a parent.
There may be opportunities to also be involved in the practical workshops. You may also be asked to help prepare resources and help with setting up and tidying away.
This role will suit someone with an interest and enthusiasm for working with children. It would provide excellent experience for those who may wish to work with children in the future. It would also be of interest to those with a love of history. 
No specific qualifications are required. However it is essential that you enjoy and feel comfortable working with primary age children and can communicate with them in an appropriate and engaging way.

You will also need to be comfortable speaking to groups of up to 15 children during the tour accompanied by a school staff member and/or a parent.

You will be a good team player who can work alongside members of our friendly museum staff.

We are looking for half a day a weeks commitment (3-4 hours) during school terms only, dependent on school bookings.
Workers will receive an induction into the Stoke Museums Service and health and safety training. Workers will also receive guiding training.
